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The following courses must be completed with a “C” or better grade: S S _2 ‘—c‘,’_
JOURN 1 — Introduction to Mass Communications 3
JOURN 3 — Newswriting 3

Notes: CR/NC grading is not accepted for courses in the Mass Communication and Journalism major.
JOURN 1 may not be used for CSU GE Breadth when taken for the Mass Communication and Journalism major.

Before enrolling in any of the department’s writing or editing courses, all students must pass the
Department Qualification Exam (DQE). Students are permitted three attempts to pass the DQE.

Communication and Journalism majors: Advertising, Broadcast Journalism, Digital Media, Electronic Media
Production, Photojournalism, Print Journalism, and Public Relations.
