This program will result in the development of the basic skills and competencies required for students seeking entry-level employment in the meat animal industry.  Emphasis will be placed on animal behavior & handling, evaluation and grading of live animals and carcasses, meat inspection, meat processing & handling, animal & food safety, marketing, health maintenance and common veterinary procedures.  Students will also receive basic training relevant to basic construction/repair skills and the operation of equipment commonly used in the meat animal industry.  

Areas of potential employment opportunity for students completing this course of study may include:  livestock marketing, meat cutting & packaging, meat product marketing, and food sanitation.  
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
