Course Objectives:

The student will acquire a basic knowledge and ability to use Macintosh computers and peripheral
equipment related to electronic photography; and demonstrate a basic ability to use MetaCreations
Painter 5. In the process, the student will exhibit mastery of image compositing techniques;
through scanning, creating photo collage, photo retouching, painting, the manipulation of im-
ages and text; manipulating color; and printing the projects into a final art image.

Attendance Policy

Attendance is an important aspect of the student’s grade. Students are expected to attend all
U sessions of classes for which they are enrolled. Only very serious, well-documented, emergencies
are acceptable as excused absences. Excused absences include illness, other medical problems, or
family emergencies. (Personal business or other appointments are not excused.) Students must
provide the excuse for the absence the first day of return following the absence. An excuse can not
be granted unless you inform the instructor as soon as it occurs.

After 2 absences, the attendance grade will be dropped one grade for each class missed.

DO NOT COME TO CLASS LATE. If a student is late three times it equals one absence. If a
student is late more than 20 minutes he/she is ABSENT.

DO NOT LEAVE CLASS EARLY. If a student leaves class early, he/she is marked ABSENT.

As stated on page 22 of the Reedley College Catalog, “Any student who misses more than two
weeks of class meetings may be dropped.” Two weeks of class equals two class meetings.

Classroom Policies:

Dropping the Course:
Students are responsible for initiating the action of dropping a course. October 15th is the nine-week
drop date.
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Classroom Rules:

Maintaining Artistic Creative Environment:

Students should be actively engaged in projects, lecture, creative expression, tutorial assignments
etc. This is a serious studio environment. Conversation that does not have to do with the course is
not permitted in the computer studio. Students will be asked to leave if they are not acting profes-
sionally and seriously. No unnecessary talking (i.e. chit-chat, giggling, discussions about outside
matters etc.) The computer studio is a creative, energetic and quiet environment.

Assignments and Evaluation of Student Work:

The semester grade will be computed from student’s skill demonstration on lesson projects, tutorial
assignments, tests, portfolio, paper, and art projects. Attendance is an important part of the final
grade computation.

Lesson projects: Will be assigned on an ongoing basis throughout the semester. u
Tutorial: Assignments from Painter 5. 5, Against the Clock.

Tests: TBA (Multiple choice, short answer, essay, true/false)

Portfolio: Each student is responsible for saving completed images for a final portfolio
