Grading and Credit: English 62 is a four unit course which is a prerequisite to English 26. The
class is offered on a graded basis with a credit/no credit option (must achieve equivalent of A, B,
C grade). A grade of D or F will result in a No Credit).

The grades earned on all course work will be averaged within five categories to determine
your final grade. Each area - 20% of final grade.

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Missed Exams: Make-up provisions must be made with instructor prior to next class meeting.
Failure to do so will result in a zero for that particular exam.

Attendance: It is the student’s responsibility to come to class prepared even after absence.

Two
tardies, or leaving class early, are equivalent to one absence. Six consecutive absences by end of
ninth week - student dropped from course.
