1. Attend | Class Participation:

3. Class Assignments:

One point will be
taken off if class assignments are submitted late.

4. Book Report:

Students in ASL 1 are required to read the book, Deaf Like Me.
Summarize and type up a 2 page report. The book report is due on March 16th.
Ten points will be taken off if your book report is submitted late.

5. Midterm & Final Exams:

The midterm and final exams will be cumulative. The midterm will include
receptive sign language and fingerspelling skills as well as short answer
responses. The first part of the final exam will include a signed presentation and
the second part of the final exam will include multiple choice and true and false
questions. There will be no midterm and final exam make-ups. The Final Exam
will be on May 15th from 1:00-3:00 p.m.
