What will we do in this class?

Course Description: 

As a means for developing writing skills and meeting course outcomes, we will learn to utilize all aspects of the writing process to gain rhetorical control; including audience, purpose focus, development, clarity, and revision. Additionally, you will be required to find and correct grammatical errors. 
The theme of this course is music and the ways music shapes and influences cultures. We will examine the energy of music, sexuality, violence, love, and so on. Through collaborative exercises, we will share our strengths, weaknesses, and develop and/or share a common goal. To succeed as a community of academic students, we will have to understand the responsibility that goes with being a team member and will learn to negotiate our similarities and differences. 
You will be assigned into groups the first week of the semester and will continue working with the same group for the entire class.

All of the work you do in this class will be collected in a “working portfolio”. Your working portfolio will be divided into several categories: writing, grammar & mechanics, spelling & vocabulary, revisions, reading reflections, homework, etc. I will give you some general ideas about how to organize your working portfolio, but the way it’s put together is really up to you! Keep your work in your 3 ring binder.

At the end of the semester, you will turn in a final portfolio. It is important to turn in your best work completed over the duration of the semester, as this is how I will grade you. Keep reading the syllabus for detailed portfolio instructions & grading criteria! 
What will I learn here?

Course Outcomes (our goals):

Develop writing skills by:
A. Writing complete, appropriate, varied English sentences, using coordination, 
subordination, and modification to clarify meanings. 
B. Using punctuation, capitalization, abbreviations, etc., conventionally and spelling correctly. 
C. Differentiating between standard dialects and community dialects and slang, and use 
dialects appropriately. 
D. Using standard dialect noun, verb, and pronoun forms 

and verb tenses correctly. 
E. Writing in paragraphs that develop topic sentences with adequate, detailed support. 
F. Using various patterns of paragraph development 
G. Initiating and carry through appropriate use of the writing process: recognizing the 
effect of purpose and audience, discovering topics, selecting and ordering ideas and 
the evidence to develop the topic, writing and revising, and editing and finishing the 
paper. 
H. Writing with coherence and unity, paying attention to reference, agreement, consistency, 
and transitions. 
I. Using basic library sources to find information, and avoid plagiarism in the preparation of 
a limited paper based on published sources. 
J. Using critical thinking skills in writing, with attention to avoiding fallacies, relating 
structure to ideas, developing logical support for generalizations, following logical 
orders, and differentiating between statements of fact and opinion. 
Okay, so how will you know if I learned those things?
Over the duration of the semester, we will meet to conference. You will be required to bring your working portfolio to each of these. In addition, you will be submitting work to me and receiving feedback (both in writing and orally) about your work on a regular basis. You will always know where your strengths and weaknesses are in this course.

At the end of the semester, you will submit a final portfolio. This portfolio will become your final course grade. All the work done before this is to prepare you for the final portfolio.

You must earn a “C” or better to pass this class. The class is graded CR or NC.

What’s in the Final Portfolio?

Here’s what you will submit (not necessarily in this order):




Cover Page:



Name, class, time, date, etc. You can get as fancy as you’d like.




Table of Contents:



This is self-explanatory




Introductory Letter:



This will explain the work you chose to include in your final portfolio, why you 

selected that work, how you organized your portfolio, etc. 




Grammar & Mechanics:



Select 5 assignments from your working portfolio you feel you improved upon 

most. Write a 1 page reflection paper that discusses why you chose these 


assignments, what you learned, and so on.




Spelling & Vocabulary:



Select 2 words you leaned to spell correctly and 2 new words you learned 


definitions of this semester. Write a 1 page reflection about these words, 


why you chose to include them, what you learned, and so on. Go ahead and use 

your new words in your reflection paper. It will be fun!




Essays


Select 3 of the essays you wrote this semester and revise them so that they 

are representative of your best work. You only need to include the final 


drafts. Then write a 3 page reflection paper that explains why you chose 


these papers for submission, your revisional strategies, etc. Tell me what you 

learned, felt frustrated with, etc.



Research Paper:



Submit your final draft of your research paper. Make sure you have properly 

documents all sources. This essay should be 5-7 pages in length.



Final Course Reflection Paper:



Write a 3-4 page final course reflection paper that discusses your 



experience with this class. Think about where you were as a writer when you 


first began the class, the exercises/assignments that most helped you, the 


things that frustrated you, what you are most proud of, etc. You worked 


really hard this semester…don’t be afraid to brag about yourself a little!

Do I have to have passing work for all that stuff?
Yep! In order to move on to the next class, you need to know how to write a basic essay, the foundations of the English language, and how to put it all together. See grading criteria for more details.
How in the world can I pass?
Here are some writing musts:

· All essays must follow MLA format. We will review these guidelines early on. Essays must be typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman size 12 font, and have been proofread before submission. 

· I WILL NOT READ SLOPPY WORK. If you do not proofread, I will return the essay to you and you will not receive credit for that assignment. No exceptions what-so-ever!

· I do not accept late work. If you are not going to make it to class, it is your responsibility to get your essay to me anyway. You can send your essay to me via email as an attachment by the end of the class period that assignment is due. 

· Always submit your best work. If you do not, how can I help you improve?

· Never, ever plagiarize! Don’t be tempted to turn in someone else’s paper. It’s unlawful and you can be expelled from school for doing so. When you use someone else’s ideas – give them the credit!

The very best thing you can do for yourself as a developing writer is to enroll in English 372. You will be given a personal tutor and a couple other tutees to work with regularly over the semester. You must obtain a referral form from me to enroll. The bottom line is this: students who attend regular tutoring sessions tend to pass my classes. Those who don’t, tend to not pass. The tutors are familiar with the various types of writing assignments I give, and they are very helpful with meeting writing goals! These guys are good – so good that even faculty gets help with their writing from time to time, and the really cool thing is that they will help you with any writing. So if you are taking a Sociology, History, Reading, Guidance Studies class(es), they help you with that writing too! What’s best is the class is FREE! Sign up early, the slots fill up fast! Let’s make our Writing Center, Ms. Bartram’s Writing Center!

How will you grade my working portfolio?

You will be assigned either CR (credit) or NC (no credit) for each assignment. Before you submit a final portfolio, I will check your working portfolio for 70% of CR work completed. There is no way to earn 70% if you are missing ANY of the essays. Be sure to stay on top of your assignments.

How will you grade my final portfolio?

You will be assigned a final letter grade for each item in your final portfolio.

Tips, pet-peeves, and the such:

· Keep a copy of all your work until the end of the semester.

· Always submit your best work.

· Maintain an “I can” attitude – Positive people tend to have positive outcomes (and the opposite is true too).

· Always be prepared for class: If you show-up and you are not prepared, it’s likely that I will ask you to leave and you will receive an absence for that day.

· Showing up is not enough: It’s true that being present helps you to learn, but if you do not do the assignments, you will not pass. 

· Turning work in is not enough: just doing the assignment does not warrant a passing grade. You need to be doing passing work to pass the class. Makes sense, right?

· Please leave your personal life personal. Turn off cell phones before you walk though the door. Remember, you are walking into a learning environment – let’s keep it that way.

· Be respectful of yourself, your peers, and your instructor. Disrespectful / mean behavior will not be tolerated. If you engage in this behavior, you will be asked to leave class and you run the risk of being dropped from the class.

· If you stop coming to the class, be sure to drop. It is your responsibility to do so, not mine. Forgetting to do so could earn you an “F” or “NC” as a final semester grade.

· Attendance & Participation is mandatory. I allow for 3 absences over the duration of the semester. Anything beyond that may result in being dropped from / not passing the class. I consider 2 tardies/early departures as 1 absence. If you are not here, you can not learn. Again, remember that I ask students who are not prepared or willing to work to leave class for the day. If this occurs, you will be considered absent. There are NO excused absences.

· Course documents, handouts, assignments, etc. will be available on Blackboard (or if I can not upload them, I will post instructions about where to pick them up under Announcements). If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to get the worked you missed.

· I do not do excuses. Work is done, or it’s not. It’s complete, or incomplete. I understand that life provides plenty of distractions, emergencies,  and so on from time to time – but those events do not take away from what is required of you this semester.
