Short stories, poems, plays, and novels of Latin American and Chicano writers studied and analyzed for
appreciation and understanding of the literature and the culture.

¢ Demonstrate command of standard written English and critical thinking skills in written response to
readings, lecture, and discussion.

¢ Show increased appreciation for Latino and Chicano culture, art, and literature as a result of new
knowledge and understanding.

¢ Use various reading strategies to comprehend, appreciate, analyze, and discuss Latin American and
Chicano literature

¢ Understand various issues and influences in Latin American and Chicano literature

¢ Use various strategies to write responses to the readings.

Essays:

All work must be typed, double-spaced and in 12-point Times Roman. You must submit your work via
the Assignments area. You must submit files in one of the following formats: Word documents (*.doc
or *.docx) or Rich Text Format files (*.rtf). For each essay you will receive a prompt that will outline
the specific requirements for each essay.

All assignments are due on Sunday evenings before midnight via Bb (Blackboard), unless otherwise
noted.

Discussion Board:

The Discussion Board is really where the "life" of the class takes place, and as such we want to grant it the

importance it is due. Please consider the following:

¢ First, unlike discussion in a traditional classroom, you have the opportunity to think carefully and
deeply about the things that you "say" on the Discussion Board without the constraint of time pressure
or the concern of whether or not your voice will be heard over the voices of others; you also have the
opportunity to edit your remarks. Please take advantage of those opportunities.

¢ Second, because this is an academic environment, please do not consider the Discussion Board as
analogous to text messaging, instant messaging, or e-mail to friends. Your comments should be
grammatical and mechanically sound with regards to spelling and punctuation.

¢ Finally, remember that in an online course there aren’t the same sorts of opportunities to bond with your
classmates as in a face-to-face course. You should view the Discussion Board as a tool for doing this,
and as an opportunity to enrich your learning experience, rather than just another task to complete.

Late Work:

Late work will not be accepted unless you have contacted me prior to the deadline posted for the
assignment with a verifieable extenuating circumstance. Please pay careful attention to the due dates of



assignments; forgetting that something was due, or being out of town 1s not a valid excuse.

Extra Credit:

Extra credit assignments may be offered throughout the semester. These extra credit opportunities may
include attendance of Reedley College sponsored reading events, workshops, or additional reading
assignments. When an extra credit assignment is available details will be posted in advance with
directions on how to earn the extra points. A maximum of 30 points total extra credit may be earned for
the semester. Extra credit will only be counted towards your grade if you are passing the class with a 70%
or better before the addition of the points. Extra credit assignments are “extra” and therefore make-up or
substitute assignments will not be provided in the event you cannot make it to a particular reading, etc.

Attendance:

Although an online class does not chart attendance per se, you do need to make your presence known
every week. There will be a quiz almost every week and Discussion Boards to participate in, and the
essays. If you fall behind at any point during the course of the semester, you will find it extremely
difficult to catch up. Failure to adeqautely participate in the class may result in a drop before the final
drop date. Justification for this lack of participation includes, but is not limited to, failure to log in to
Blackboard on a regular basis, failure to complete assignments, and failure participate in the Discussion
Boards. If at any time you are having diffuclty accessing the course, you should notify me immediately.

Cheating and Plagiarism

CHEATING

Cheating is the act of deception by which a student misleadingly demonstrates that he/she has
mastered information on an academic exercise. Examples include but are not limited to:
Copying or allowing another to copy a test, paper, project or performance.
Using unauthorized materials during a test, for example, notes, formula lists or "cheat
sheets.”
Taking a test for someone else or permitting someone to take a test for you.
PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is the act of representing the work of another as one's own without giving credit.
Plagiarism includes but is not limited to:
Incorporating the ideas or words of another's work without giving appropriate credit.
Representing another's artistic or scholarly works, such as musical compositions, computer programs,
photographs, etc., as one's own.
Merely changing a few words or making a few structural changes to another’s work is
still plagiarism when passed off as one’s own work.
PENALTIES

Penalties for cheating and plagiarism are severe and can follow you the rest of your college
career. At the minimum, you will receive an F on the assignment and a warning, but plagiarizing in a
major essay will result in an immediate F for the class and a write-up for your student record. You may
also be liable for more severe penalties, up to and including expulsion from the college. The bottom line
is that the college and I take this very seriously and so should you.
