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CLASS OBJECTIVES:

The student will develop basic skills in frechand drawing using a variety of media. Sketching,
readering, and compositional techniques will be ntilized in creative assignments which explore
representational, abstraet, and non-objective art styles.

GRADING:

A numerical grading system will be used. One grade will be given each week plus two grades for
homework. Grades will be based on (1) following directions (2) attendance (3) use of allotted class
time. Ability is not a factor.

Student will be
dropped with a W or WF, depeading on drop deadline, after 4th absence. Students who are Iate or
Ieave carly will loose credit for that hour.

The stndent will demonstrate proficiency in (1) contour drawing [still life and the human figure] . (2)
drawing the geometric shapes correctly. (3) properly shading still life objects to create the illusion of

3-demeasional volume. (4) drawing objects in proper proportion by using rule of thumb. (5) utilizing
linear and aerial perspective to create the feeling of realistic space and volume. (6) applying the rules
of classic composition to create structaral integrity in representational and abstract drawings.
