Graphs need to be drawn aplgpaper, labeled, titled, and scaled accuratelyn@atly using a ruler
to get full credit. Students must turn in theimf@wvork notebooks on the day of the exams to beegradotebooks will not
be accepted late.

Online chapter tests:

Students who do not do well (70% or above) on the first test will have a hard time passing the class as the first test assesses
skills needed for this class such as factoring and basic skills. In that case, it is not advisable to continue taking this class.
