If a student choses to repeat a question
multiple times for extra practice, they don’t haverepeat the work. The answers must be boxedgbtighted. Graphs need to be drawn
on graph paper, labeled, titled, and scaled acelyrand neatly using a ruler to get full credito @ive students a chance to purchase a
notebook, students must begin writing and showilhgvark starting in Chapter 2. You do not have tmw your work for Chapter 1
homework as they are mostly vocabulary anyway. nBroworry about copying the word problem instraot. Students must turn in their
homework notebooks on the day of the exams to bdegk Notebooks will not be accepted |&ene of the homework notebooks
grades will be dropped.

Online chapter tests:

- Sudents who do not do well (70% or above) on the first test will have a hard time passing the class. In that case, it is not advisable to take
this class online.

- Students must complete the homework and practizehafore taking a chapter test. Online testdiared, so pace and time yourself.
