This course will cover theories and techniques of public speaking. The course is designed to enhance fundamental
public speaking skills which include research, organization, reasoning, listening and audience demographics. Particular
emphasis will be on the logical organization, composition and delivery of informative and persuasive speeches.
Communication 1 fulfills the General Education Requirement in Oral Communication (G.E. Foundation Al).

4. Present a variety of speeches and will be expected to present for approximately 25 minutes each during the course
of the semester.

7. Develop skill in extemporaneous speaking, students will present a minimum of three graded speeches in front of
an audience.

8. Improve listening skills.
9. Recognize the need for clear and concise organization of ideas.

10. Gain communicative competence and confidence asa result of the preparation, presentation,and analysis of oral
messages.

11. Utilize practical assignments and exercises that will reinforce the theoretical concepts studied in class.
12. Enhance vocal skills (projection, diction, inflection and volume).

13. Critique and analyze their own and other speeches.
