Approval of Minutes:

December 9, 2009 – A motion was made by M. Highfill and seconded by K. Durham to approve the minutes as submitted.  Motion carried.
Program Review Summary Sheets:

Discussion took place regarding Program Review Summary Sheets.  The recommendations were scored from 1(unsubstantiated) to 4 (well substantiated). Dr. Hioco expressed concern regarding what funding consideration should be given to recommendations which are minimally substantiated.   Also discussed were the Student Learning Outcomes.  E. Escamilla commented on whether the Program Review Summary Sheets should have Student Learning Outcomes listed as they are part of the Accreditation process.  

E. Apperson was present to comment on the Program Review Summary Sheets on behalf of the Program Review Committee.  She also noted that all of the summary sheets, which include the rating scale, are posted on Blackboard.

Each Program Review Summary Sheet was discussed with the option to accept as is or with revisions as follows:

Discussion Items:
1. Educational Master Plan:
Dr. Hioco gave a brief overview of the Educational Master Plan Ad Hoc Committee.  Melanie Highfill continued with a summary of the Ad Hoc Committee’s changes to the Recommendations. She reported that the Committee feels the Educational Master Plan is now complete.  Dr. Hioco stated the document will be posted on the RC Website with the recommended changes. She asked that the College Council advise their constituent groups to review it. The Educational Master Plan will be brought back to the next College Council meeting for consideration of approval.
2. Reedley College Mission Statement:

Dr. Hioco distributed handouts regarding our current Mission Statement.  Also included was the Strategic Planning Committee’s proposed Mission Statement.  Dr. Hioco suggested the formation of an Ad Hoc Committee group to work with the Standard I Accreditation Committee in the revision of our Mission Statement.  The Ad Hoc Committee should include all constituent groups.   J. Ledgerwood (Faculty) and E. Escamilla (Administration) volunteered for the committee.  Student and classified representatives are yet to be determined. 
3. 2010 – 2011 Resource Action Plan Proposals:

Dr. Hioco gave a report on the Resource Action Plan Proposals.  She reported that special permission was given by the Board to use Lottery Funds for other than the usual purposes.  It was previously agreed that new RAP proposals would not be requested, instead, those which were not funded in 2009 – 2010 would be reviewed for funding in 2010 - 2011.  A report outlining funding of the Resource Action Plans was distributed.  Dr. Hioco requested that this informational item to be taken back to the various constituent groups.  She also reported that the Board has not stated as yet whether Lottery funds will be made available for other items this year.
