1. Welcome/Introductions
2. Meeting Notes of November 13, 2018 ~ No Action
No changes to meeting notes of October 9, 2018 were requested.
3. Standing Agenda Items: 
a. Recommended Tracking Update – District

Not all of the evidence is in the drive yet.   It was noted that the HR evidence is missing.  We have the list of what the evidence is, but not the back up documentation.  The Vice Chancellor will work with HR on compiling evidence.  
b. Timeline Update

c. Update from writing team ~ D. van Dam

Cyndie and Jennifer have been working on a draft response on the HR standards.  The draft response was run by the ACCJC they are ok with the very succinct response.  We do not have to provide a response as to the process of the evaluations just that we are doing the evaluations.  We need to make sure that our evidence back-up matches the response.  

Dale and Alan have been working on their response but it is not as complete.  They have a concern that the focus of the DTAC and what the ACCJC is asking is for.  Christine Miktarian seems to be more focused on the technology plan and getting that document completed.  However the accreditation needs to be focused on the process of compiling and processing all of the district needs.  The ALOs are concerned that the process of administrative program review wasn’t prioritized enough.  

Jerome and Christine have not yet been able to meet yet for this discussion.  At the DTAC meeting the draft technology plan was shared and Jerome addressed this concern with the consultant and how this is going to be addressed with a revised response.  This will be shared with the writing team once it is obtained.

It was shared that unless we can include a thorough a description of a proposed process this will not satisfy the ACCJC.  This new revised description will need to be integrated into the draft.  

Jerome shared that our consultant was actually on the visiting team who made the recommendation and she will make sure that this item is addressed in the revised draft.  

Jennifer shared that the tech plan language needs to be aligned with what the ACCJC recommends on page 24 of the draft tech plan.  The 2A2 goal on page 24 can also be aligned with ASUR so that it reflects the workgroup and the prioritization done at the colleges.  

If there are ways to make it work with what the plan proposes we can make it work.  

The draft technology plan will be shared by J. Countee.

If we don’t expand on what this process is within the plan we will need to explain what it will look like.  We need to be able to actually describe the process.
d. Technology ~ Mission, Vision, Core Values and Goals ~ J. Countee

During the discussion of the technology plan the consultant made it clear that they worked with the mission, vision, valuate and goals
The ALO are consistent in their accreditation response in the technology piece.

It was shared that the goals are shared in the plan.  

It was asked that when Jerome meets with the consultant if a process outline could be received by the middle of January to provide enough time for the writing team to draft a response.
Jerome will communicate with the team in regards to his follow up with the consultant.
