Common Assessment Data Proposal and Timeline
Timeline (specific dates TBD):

Opening Day: Announcement  & Do Competencies Mapping

Wk 2, August 22-26:  New placement tests administered in class.  

Wk 5, September 12-15 Sometime in or near this week, we all take a day together (subs provided out of the funding for this project) and go through the data.  Determine “cut scores” or competencies formula.  

End of September/Beginning of October: Representatives meet with Reading and ESL to ensure our formula makes sense across all programs.  Followed by lots of back and forth.  

Beginning of October:  Select Multiple Measures.  

Mid-October: Cut Scores through Constituent Groups.  

November 16:  Cut Scores Finalized and Implemented for Reg-To-Go

Data to Establish “Cut Scores”

To establish cut scores, Composition would like access to the following:

· Current Placement

· Accuplacer Placement
· Writing Samples with ID: We will ask students to write a short reflection on their placement that will also serve as a sample of their work.  

· Instructor and Student Placement Survey with ID: As we did in the past validation studies, we would like to collect the instructor’s and the student’s impression of placement.  

· Past English Classes:  Is this worthwhile?  ESL was asking for it.  It could go on the survey and let students self-report.
