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Reedley College, established in 1926, puts student success at the center of everything we do.
From our rich academic programs to innovative student services offerings we inspire and motivate
our students to succeed! Comprised of the main campus in Reedley, California and two communi-
ty college centers located in Madera and Oakhurst, the college served more than 16,000 students
during academic year 2015-16.

Madera Community College Center (MCCC) located on the southern tip of Madera County served
nearly 4,500 students during academic year 2015-16. With programs and student service offerings
designed to prepare students for the workforce or transfer to a university, MCCC is providing
students opportunities to meet their academic and personal goals.

Oakhurst Community College Center (OCCC) provides educational opportunities to more than
1,000 students in the Southern Sierra communities of Oakhurst, Coarsegold, Yosemite and
surrounding communities in Madera and Mariposa counties. Offering general education and
transfer courses, students can earn associate degrees in one of fourteen programs or a certificate
of completion in one of seven offerings.

Pascual grew up in the
Reedley area attending Great Western Ele-
mentary School, Navelencia Middle School,
and Reedley High School where he excelled
in advanced placement classes.

“You have to work for what you want,” Pas-
cual said. And work hard is exactly what he
did during his time at Reedley College. As a
math major Pascual excelled academically,
graduating with a cumulative GPA of 4.0.
Consequently, he was named to the Dean’s
list every semester during his attendance at
Reedley College. In addition to academic
excellence, Pascual served his classmates
as the Vice President of Alpha Gamma
Sigma and Treasurer of EOPS Club.

The 2015-2025 Reedley College EMP proposes a vision
and recommendations for Reedley College and its vibrant
College Centers in Madera and Oakhurst that will pave
the way for the next ten years. The EMP demonstrates
criteria for decision making and budgeting processes
that provide a framework for the organization to fulfill its
mission with Vision 2025 in mind. The EMP is essentially,
Reedley College’s academic and vocational roadmap to
the future.

The plan has been presented to and approved by all
constituency groups, shared with the public, and at the
time of printing this annual report, is currently awaiting
approval by the State Center Community College District
Board of Trustees.

ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Reedley Middle College High School held its
inaugural graduation ceremony on May 27, 2016.
Nineteen students participated in the ceremo-
ny and each were given letters and certificates
of recognition from local representative offices
that included Congressman Devin Nunes and
David Valadao, State Senator Andy Vidak, State
Assemblyman Dr. Joaquin Arambula and Fresno
County Board of Supervisor Buddy Mendes. Dr.
Arambula was in attendance to help present and
briefly address the graduates.

The Reedley College men’s golf team captured
the program’s first CCCAA state championship
in Rancho Mirage on May 16, 2016. The Tigers
recorded a score of 746, six strokes ahead of
runner-up College of the Canyons, and College
of the Desert was third with a score of 754.
Sophomore Ryder Rochin (Woodlake) paced the
Tigers with a score of 147 placing third overall.
Sophomore Ben Hallam was fourth with a score
of 148 while classmate Jeffrey Yamaguchi (Clovis
West) and freshman Israel Garcia (Hallmark
Academy, Sanger) had scores of 151 and 152
for 13th and 18th place overall. Freshman Sam
Roles closed out the scoring with a 155. Reedley
entered the state finals with a lot of momentum
after capturing their second straight NorCal title.
Roles emerged on top out of the 62 player field
claiming the individual title and named to the
All-NorCal first team. Yamaguchi also was an All-
NorCal first team member after tying for fourth
overall with a 148.

Madera Community College Center, in collabo-
ration with Madera County Compact and several
manufacturing companies, held activities on
Oct. 2, 2015 for Manufacturing Day, exposing
students to the manufacturing careers and to
increase awareness of the manufacturing com-
panies that exist in Madera County. Students
from various Madera County high schools toured
two manufacturing plants and were given pre-
sentations and workshops at the Madera Center.
Students also were addressed by Congressman
Jim Costa.

Rusty Rendon began his education at Made-
ra Community College Center (MCCC) in Fall
2012. At a young age he was diagnosed with
congenital bilateral glaucoma, an eye con-
dition that causes gradual blindness. Rusty
has lived with the condition for the majority
of his life, but his can-do attitude is striking
to everyone around him. “Rusty is a unique,
very special person. He inspires everyone
around him: students, faculty, and staff in the
way he lives his life and pursues his stud-
ies,” said Traci Menz, DSPS Coordinator and
Counselor at MCCC. As the 2016 Student of
Note at the MCCC Commencement Ceremo-
ny, Rusty commented, “After living with this
condition for 26 years, it has not hindered my
advances toward my goal of being an adoles-
cent psychologist. In fact, it has endowed me
with the strength and determination to break
through all of my obstacles and to never give
up when unexpected situations occur.”

Rusty credits Linda Avignon-Wikke, his
teacher at California School for the Blind,
for helping to change his perception on life.
“She always encouraged me to do my best
and to work hard at anything | do. As a result
of this mantra, | was able to find the unmiti-
gated and unwavering strength that | exhibit
today. She taught me that my past does not
define who | am, but is rather an aspect of my
life that | can tap into in times of need.”

Rusty is currently completing transfer classes
in psychology at MCCC and plans to transfer
to California State University, Fresno in fall
2017. He hopes to complete a bachelor’s
degree in psychology and a master’s degree
in counseling.

Company’s performance of Bizet’s Carmen.

RC English instructor Lori Levine presented her Sabbatical Report “Accelerated English” on Oct.
26, 2015. The presentation included an explanation of the various components of accelerated En-
glish, examples of how an accelerated class functions, and practices taking place on other college
campuses.

Nick Deftereos, RC Mechanized Agriculture instructor, and the Mechanized Agriculture department
was recognized by The Academic Senate for California Community Colleges with the C6Grant
(“Central California Community Colleges Committed to Change”) with an Honorable Mention.

Adelfa Lorenzano, coordinator for Reedley Middle College High School, was honored at State

Cultura in Fresno.

Reedley College STEM Coordinator Dr. Brissa Quiroz was invited to present as a guest speaker at
the Mexican Consulate for the Foro de Empodermiento de Mujeres, a free conference of empower-
ment for women on Nov. 17, 2015. Dr. Quiroz was also invited to Washington D.C. by the National
Science Foundation to sit on a peer review panel to help decide grant funding allocation.

Reedley College English instructors Lori Levine, Rebecca Snyder, Carey Karle and Madera Com-
munity College Center English instructor Gregory Ramirez completed the 2015-16 California Accel-
eration Project (CAP) Institute.

Reedley College Instructional Technician Brett Nelson submitted an article that was printed in the
Old Cars & Motor Sports advertiser highlighting the college’s automotive technology program.

MCCC English instructor Gregory Ramirez had his work, “A Single Man Visiting Seattle,” published
for the April 4 edition of Microfiction Monday Magazine.

Reedley College communication instructor Linda Carvalho Cooley presented “Extracurricular Com-
munication: Innovative Activities to Engage Students Beyond the Classroom Walls” at the Western
States Communication Association Conference in San Diego. She was also formally elected to
serve as the communication director for the Community College Interest Group.

Ernie Luna, a part-time instructor in the Reedley College automotive department and an RC grad-
uate, was named the Outstanding ROP/ Teacher of the Year by the California Automotive Teachers
(CAT) Association.



Measure C

In June 2016 Valley voters approved Measure C, State Center Community College’s capital im-
provement bond. During the election voters spoke and they spoke loudly. The bond passed with

a 67% approval rating in Fresno County, 61% in Tulare County, and nearly 60% in Madera Coun-
ty. Our campuses will be transformed because of the bond passage. In Reedley, a new top-notch
Life Science building, a beautiful Ag Science complex, and the long-anticipated Center for Fine &
Performing Arts will soon become a reality. On the Madera Community College Center campus, ex-
pansion of the Academic Village and addition to the Center for Advanced Manufacturing will propel
the Center on their pathway to accreditation. Lastly, the Oakhurst Community College Center will
have a new home with permanent buildings. Several details are required as the bond projects come
to fruition.

As a single father of
four children, lvey experienced significant life changes that prompted him to leave a lengthy career
in the hospitality industry and pursue a career that would allow more stability for him and his chil-
dren. lvey returned to college at OCCC in 2014 and is majoring in Biology.

While recognizing challenges involved with raising four children and returning school, Ivey said, “I
had to reinvent myself from the working single father to the single student father. | had to go with-
out the income and securities that my children and | had been accustomed to. My children needed
my presence and | needed theirs.”

Returning to school has not been the easiest experience for lvey, but he takes each challenge and
channels it as a way to help others. “l have been a first time student needing guidance... [needing]
someone to help answer my questions that | was too shy to ask... | have been the returning stu-
dent who felt a bit out of place and behind the times. | have been the full-time parent who is trying
to manage time for themselves to help with a more comfortable life for them and their family.... |
do not believe in complaining about problems, but giving suggestions of solutions to contribute to
everyone’s success.”
