On behalf of the change:

· Use syllabus to notify students of credit/no credit option deadline

· Credit/no credit option basis would allow departments to identify students who really need the help

· Many students who would have earned a grade of A or B are disappointed when they receive CR on their 
transcript.

· Students who find out they are earning a grade of A or B will work harder

· Students don’t put in the effort to earn a better grade because they will only get CR 

Concern expressed that the meeting took place at RC with no other faculty participation in the discussion.  
Efforts were made to contact North Centers and FCC faculty.  North Centers instructor was not able to attend and the wrong instructor was contacted at FCC.  The right instructor was contacted 4/6/06. 
Pam Gilmore suggests the Dean call a meeting which would include all faculty that were not included in the original discussion.

Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the Independent Advancement of student communication and advocacy issues. Addresses steps for effective communication, the use of “I” statements, appropriate social etiquette, and effective techniques for conflict resolution. Assists students develop appropriate and successful social relations.

DEVSER 274 Independent Advancement-Government Basics 2 units, 2 lecture hours, 


credit/no credit only, 3 repeats.

Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the Independent Advancement of the student’s role in and understanding of government issues. Addresses basic structure of government, government legislations impact on disability issues, resources and services available in the community, and voting issues. Assists students develop a general understanding of the community and the operation of public systems.

PHYS 277 Physics Problems  Discussion and Exercise 1 unit, 1 lecture hour, credit/no credit only, 1 
repeat.

This intent of this course is to assist students with help in physics problem solving strategies. The emphasis will be on how to read the problem correctly, apply the principles of physics and the mathematical techniques learned in lecture to solve problems presented on homework and exams.
These types of 277 courses were originally intended to provide small group assistance to LGI students.
The proliferation of these courses is becoming a concern.  There are other methods of providing help to students such as the Writing Center for English students.

A Math/Science Center modeled after the Writing Center would be a good way for providing assistance to the Math/Science students.
