Jan Zigler polled her ENGL 262 class and the majority voted in favor of having a graded class.



Norma Kaser stated that in most colleges developmental level courses are credit/no credit only. She would 


like to have more discussion regarding similar level courses such as ENGL 252 which is not graded.



Sheryl Young-Manning said the decision to have classes changed to credit/no credit option is a decision to 


be made among department faculty.  Acknowledges the motivation factor this would have on students.



Michael van Whye said there are seven reading instructors in the department of which six are not opposed 


to the change.  Generally, students who have to repeat ENGL 262 don’t usually progress very far.



Out of the entire curriculum at our college, there are certain classes which should be graded and there are 


some that should be offered as credit/no credit.



There is not consistency among the departments and even within the departments in regards to the grading 


basis of courses.



We as a college, have to be concerned with how we do things here.



If a class is offered on a credit/no credit option basis, students will be able to change from graded to 


credit/no credit.


Jim Druley had hoped the meeting referred to in the minutes of April 6 would have taken place prior to this 


meeting. He would like the faculty outside of the committee to reach a consensus before bringing to the 


committee.



Lore Dobusch said if the majority of the department thinks this is okay, then a letter could be sent to 


students letting them know they have the option, the deadline, and the form to elect the credit/no credit 


option.



Norma Kaser wants to know if we want ENGL 252/ENGL 262 to be similar, this has not been discussed as 


far as she knows.



Ruben Delgado said he would like to see this course pass and then have the discussion with other reading 


faculty.



Reading and writing are different departments and don’t need to be the same.

ENGL 262B Reading Improvement Strategies 2 units, 3 lecture hours, 2 lab hours, credit/no 



credit only, 1 repeat.




Subject Advisories: ENGL 260 or ENGL 260B or placement by college assessment process.

The second nine week segment of ENGL 262.  A variety of group and individual skill development activities in literal and interpretive comprehension skills to foster independent reading proficiency.  Successful completion of this course prepares students for English 126.  Recommended to be taken concurrently with English 252 or English 125.

This course is designed for mid-term enrollment.  Students who are failing ENGL 126 can enroll the 
second nine-weeks in this course.  This course will be taught in the second nine weeks as part of 


ENGL 262.

ENGL 260A and ENGL 260B began with about 17 students, a few dropped and now there about 25 
students enrolled.  Students in the second nine week ENGL 260B are late arrivals, ESL students, or 
students who dropped ENGL 260.


Students would be assessed the same as for ENGL 262.
