	to reach students in remote areas whose attendance at a regular District site is inconvenient.

· In order to capture sufficient students for this class, CSCI 41 lectures are delivered in distance learning mode between RC and NC since Spring 2004.  Two separate face-to-face lab sessions are offered at each location and conducted by a staff from each location. 
· Spring 2008, Labs will be taught online and lecture sessions will remain in distance learning mode. By offering the lab on line, it insures that students will receive the same instructions and assistance for the lab assignments. This will also eliminate the administrative difficulties to staff the lab sessions at each location.
It is understood that:
· The course listed above will follow an existing RC course outline.  

· The distance learning mode of delivery will not adversely affect the enrollments on campus.

· Instructor is aware the course must be in compliance with requirements regarding EIT (Electronic and Information Technology) pursuant to Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act and provisions of California Government Code Section 11135.

What adjustments to the ways in which the course is delivered or presented to students will be necessary  in order to offer it in the distance learning mode?  (Add a second sheet if necessary to outline units in the course.)

· Blackboard (a course management system) will be used to post online lab assignments.

· Blackboard is also used for students to submit their programs and results.

· Lab assignments will be revised to include materials in depth: Lab objective, background, required programming syntax and examples, debugging technique and tips, program test cases.

· Email and phone calls will be used for communications.
· A computer lab, with a C++ compiler installed, is still needed at each location for students who do not have a computer at home.

What provisions will you make for regular effective contact between instructors and students?

· Distance learning lecture sessions provide face-to-face contact.

· Instructor office hours can be offered at both locations if needed.
What other pertinent information should be shared with the committee?

· CSCI 41 lab assignments usually are completed that they require more than two hours lab time to complete them. The online lab assignments allow students to work at their own pace without time restriction. I believe students will be able to accomplish more with online lab assignments.

· Since Blackboard is used to deliver online material, it is important that Blackboard’s down time is minimal. When system is down for maintenance, it is scheduled and announced.
