Survey of significant films and advances in the reception, influence and creation of cinema from 1960 to the present.  Instruction will include the international reach and commercial success of the film industry, the hegemony of Western film, the maintenance and the re-tooling of Hollywood as a labor force from the Classical period to the present.  Also, this course charts the filmic conventions and advancements of narrative and documentary film, and how film is used as political argument or indoctrination.  Analyses will include varying film criticisms from feminist to Marxist to reception theory, among others.

II.  COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. 
Identification of significant films in the development of cinematic techniques and appeal since the 1960s.

2. Recognition of film’s broad reach.  Example: How La Nouvelle Vague influences and continues to influence modern film and narratology.  Examples include but are not restricted to Au Bout de Souffle, The Bicycle Thief (Thieves),  A Clockwork Orange, Pulp Fiction, etc. 

3. Identification of editing techniques such as montage or flashback, and of film angles, common genres such as the Western or the science fiction; and basic filmic meaning of Hollywood-type conventions.

4. Analysis of the parody and revision of genres with respect to a film’s commercial and social context.

5. Demonstration through personal analysis of assigned films of the fundamental elements of filmic form and style.

6. Report in chronological order the main currents of late film history.

7. Analyze films and filmic techniques  from diverse interpretive angles such as Marxist, feminist, mythopoetic or deconstructionist, and artistic value vs. commercially viability.  Discover the hidden social values of films through study of their criticism. 

8. Chart an overview of political tensions both in the production and dissemination of foreign and domestic films.

9. Complete 8,000 words of essay prose using MLA or APA style citation with a clear thesis, supporting evidence, and avoiding plagiarism.  

III.  COURSE OBJECTIVES:

In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Watch films in chronological order from La Nouvelle Vague in 1960 to roto-scoping and computer generated imagery (CGI) as part of the digital revolution..

B. Research the effect of film on its audience and on its contextual environment.

C. Define significant filmic techniques and their figurative use in storytelling.

D. Demonstrate awareness of a film’s alignment with certain political agendas or how it can be analyzed from a theoretical standpoint.

E. Study film analyses such as feminist, Marxist, deconstructionist, etc. and how theory applies to film.

F. Categorize different films within their genres and explain how genres have been manipulated or stretched.

G. Analyze how films change according to their commercial viability, political message, and audience expectation.

H. Gather significant trends in themes or approaches and place them within a historical, worldwide context.

This class actively gathers examples of films that first employ new narrative landscapes and filmic conventions, many of which are international in origin.  Also, foreign films were for the longest period uncensored and so give a better view of the historical context than do American films after 1916. Foreign films are often financed by taxes and serve well to contrast the influence of the commercial film industry rather than taxpayer supported productions, on plot, theme, and reception.
