7. Based on course lectures and reading assignments pass an exam or write an essay identifying and defining the skills, values and the knowledge required in the field of social work.

8. Based on course lectures and reading assignments pass an exam or write an essay demonstrating the knowledge and understanding of the role of social work practice as it relates to working with individuals, groups, and community practice.
