They must have multiple exposures to such difficult concepts of filmic technique as montage or jump cuts to understand their meaning and intentions.  
3.  Students need to practice to see if they have understood techniques well and can predict their effects.

4.    They need to have multiple and analyzed examples of a film’s coherence of theme  in order to create intentional films.

5. Editing a film properly necessitates an understanding and agility with rhythm.
