Horsemanship is a skill developed in response to the behavior of animals.  Each animal has a unique disposition and will perform differently than others animals under similar conditions.  Additionally, environmental conditions vary widely during the same or subsequent wilderness excursions.  Different techniques are required to deal with particular weather and topographic conditions.  

The course content will vary as the instructor uses the conditions that are naturally presented.   Based on those various conditions the instructor will teach appropriate methods to deal with specific situations.
