Nursery & Landscaping Option – planting & maintaining landscape areas, propagating & growing plants, identifying & controlling pests, installing & repairing irrigation systems, and applying computer skills to become future landscape contractors, plant propagators, nursery sales associates, pest control applicators, and gardeners;  
Turf & Irrigation Management Option – planting & managing turf areas, installing & repairing irrigation systems, and identifying & controlling pests to become future golf course superintendents, sports turf managers, grounds maintenance managers, irrigation contractors, water managers, and sales representatives;          
Landscape Design Option – landscaping horticulture, designing & estimating cost, and using plant materials to become future horticulturists, landscape designers, project estimators, landscape construction managers, and garden consultants.
These programs will provide students with the skills necessary for entry level employment in the nursery and landscaping career pathway; sports and recreation turf, and irrigation management career pathway; or landscape design career pathway.  Industry topics of the California Certified Nursery Professional (CCN Pro) and California Certified Landscape Technician (CLT) Certification programs are infused into the instructional elements of the courses.
