Survey of significant moments in the advancement, delivery, reception, and influence of cinema from the 1890’s to 1960.  Instruction will include the international origins of film technology and its increasing usefulness for narrative, historical documentary, and political argument or indoctrination, and aesthetics.  Analysis will include the discovery of how technology, society, public taste, history and social concerns shaped the medium.

II.  COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. 
Identify of significant moments in the development of film technology.
2. Recognize of how technology stretched the capabilities of film and of the most important representative films that first employed advances in technology such as editing and special effects.  Examples include but are not restricted to Birth of a Nation, Battleship Potemkin, The Cabinet of Dr. Caligari, etc. 
3. Identify of editing techniques such as montage or flashback, and of film angles, common genres such as the Western or the musical; and basic filmic meaning.
4. Analyze of the birth of genres with respect to a film’s historical and social context.
5. Demonstrate through personal analysis of assigned films of the fundamental elements of filmic form and style.
6. Report in chronological order the main currents of early film history.
7. Analyze films and filmic techniques  from diverse interpretive angles such as historical impact, cultural or artistic influence or intention vs. audience comprehension.  Discover the hidden social values of films through study of their criticism. 
8. Complete 8,000 words of essay prose using MLA or APA style citation with a clear thesis, supporting evidence, and avoiding plagiarism.  
III.  COURSE OBJECTIVES:

A. Watch films in chronological order from the birth of the narrative fiction film to 1960, noting advances in technology.

B. Research the effect of film on its audience and on its contextual environment.

C. Define significant filmic techniques and their figurative use in storytelling.

D. Demonstrate awareness of a film’s effect on the audience of its time and on present-day audiences

E. Study film analysis and how it applies to historical film.

F. Categorize different films within their genres.

G. Analyze how films change according to their available technologies.

H. Gather significant trends in themes or approaches and place them within historical context.
