Primary Readers/Respondents (PRs)

(This is a technique used when there are numerous outlines coming before the Curriculum Committee; it helps focus energies and make the workload more manageable.  In this technique, faculty members on the committee are usually assigned a smaller number of outlines to read more carefully.  Deans, the Chair, and the Articulation Officer try to read all the outlines.  The assignments are often alphabetical, and sometimes the grouping differs to try to keep similar or related courses together.)

What does it mean if I am a PR for an outline?
When you are the Primary Reader/Respondent, your task is to read the assigned course outlines carefully and lead the discussion on them in terms of questions for the person submitting the proposals and suggested revisions for the outlines.  Also try to read three other outlines to be the backup reader, and skim as many of the rest of the outlines as you can so you can follow the discussion and participate more efficiently.  In choosing your second three outlines, the easiest choice is to pick the next set of three, or 3 others in the same area as your assigned ones (or, where applicable, others closer to your own discipline or interests).
