Description/Explanation: Based on the categories checked, it is the recommendation of the department that the instructor’s grading methods fall within the following departmental guidelines; however, the final method of grading is still at the discretion of the individual instructor.  The instructor’s syllabus must reflect the criteria by which the student’s grade has been determined. (A minimum of five (5) grades must be recorded on the final roster.) 
If several methods to measure student achievement are used, indicate here the approximate weight or percentage each has in determining student final grades.

Three types of assessment are used in this course.

1. Holistic Scoring on Note Taking and Writing.  The focus of the course is on improving student comprehension of college lecture and text.  The level of student comprehension is assessed by authentic tasks such as note-taking from lectures and textbook excerpts, locating important concepts in text, and using notes to write a paragraph.  These tasks are scored using rubrics developed for this purpose.

2. Objective Scoring.  Some diagnostic test tasks and some student exercises are objectively scored.  These include a modified clozed test designed to assess and teach understanding or word endings (suffixes, inflectional endings, etc.)

3. Self-assessment.  Several test and class tasks require student self-assessment of their level of knowledge of target academic vocabulary items.  Self-assessment is known to encourage students to take responsibility for what they do and do not know, and to decrease their reliance on external measures to guide them in their decisions on what and how to learn.  Students are also required to use self-assessment to evaluate their notes and writing in comparison to model student notes and writing provided in the textbook.  In this way, students develop a sense of where they need to make improvements in their skills and where they are already doing good work.
