Students will study and gain knowledge of research-based principles and practices for providing young children with a strong foundation in emergent literacy in early reading,  writing and oral language within a developmentally-appropriate approach.  The theory and research is translated into practical strategies, assessment materials and preparation of a rich literacy environment.
