This is an introduction to AmeriCorps, with an emphasis on taking an active responsible citizenship role in the local community.    This course will provide an introduction to education, and how to implement a service learning pedagogical approach to address the illiteracy dilemma that exists in California and this country.  The course will include the professional role of the teacher, the educational code of ethical conduct, and theories on early reading literacy strategies.   The student will be expected to learn effective tutoring and assessment techniques and to create a learning environment in order for young children to become active readers.

Natural Resources 90 Backpacking



Amie Mazzoni stated the Agriculture department would like have students receive PE credit for NR 90.  


The course is the same number of hours as a PE course, just would be taught in a short-term format. This 


course gives students a lifelong skill in backpacking. The department understands the course does not meet 


the same physical education components as a PE course.


Michael White explained PE courses have pre and post testing of students to measure results of the physical 
activities that benefit students.  This course is not a physical education course, the course is more 
appropriate as a recreational activity, which the college does not offer.
Problems with the course:


Content outline does not cover any of the physical fitness components that would be covered in a PE 
course.


Short duration.


If outline is changed, would it minimize the time needed for covering the objectives of the course? 

Some ideas expressed by the committee:


Incorporate physical activity preparation in the outline.


Incorporate fitness components, allow students to take only once for PE credit. 


PE could design a strenuous activity course that could be taught in conjunction with this one.

Topics will include admission requirements, major and college selection, the application process, 
and support resources.
These courses are being presented in response to the Boards expectation that transfer rates be increased and for the students’ needs to better understand their transfer opportunities. These courses would allow more students at one time, in a classroom setting, to learn about transfer opportunities.  They are designed to reach freshman and students transitioning from basic skills courses.

Some concerns are:



Degree applicable, but not required in a major.


Proliferation of courses not required for degrees.


Students not being able to get a degree with 60 units.

Biology 11A Biology for Science Majors I




5 units, 3 lecture hours, 6 lab hours, grading scale only, 0 repeats


Subject Advisories: Biology 1 or 3, and eligibility for English 1A. Subject Prerequisites: 
Math 103. Subject Corequisites: Chemistry 1A.




RC GE Area A Natural Sciences


Students will study the chemistry of life, the cell, cellular structure, metabolism, photosynthesis, 
aerobic and anaerobic respiration, mitosis, meiosis, genetics, molecular biology, and evolution.  
Genetics will include Mendelian Genetics, Human Genetics, and Biotechnology.  This course is 
intended for Science Majors and for pre-med, pre-vet, pre-dental, pre-optometry, and pre-
pharmacy majors. 

b.
Biology 11B Biology for Science Majors II




5 units, 3 lecture hours, 6 lab hours, grading scale only, 0 repeats


Subject Prerequisites: Biology 11A




RC GE Area A Natural Sciences


This course is the second-semester course of a two-semester sequence of general biology.  
Students will study the origins of life, the evolutionary history of biological diversity, plant form 
and function, animal form and function, and ecology.  This course is intended for Science Majors 
and for pre-med, pre-vet, pre-dental, pre-optometry, and pre-pharmacy majors.


These courses are designed to eventually replace the three course sequence, Biology 1, 4, and 6 that 
students are now required to take before transferring.  RC and FCCs three-course sequence transfer 
differently.  A student who begins the sequence at RC must complete the RC sequence or may have 
difficulty transferring.


Reedley College and North Centers faculty worked on the courses and then arranged to meet with all of the 
FCC Biology faculty, only Rodney Olson actually met and went over the courses.  He followed up with a 
phone call regarding how all of the content would be covered. RC faculty responded that the lab hours had 
been increased to allow time to cover all of the material.
