Basic Skills Advisories: Eligibility for English 125 and 126

This course is designed for current students, future early childhood educators, those who are considering teaching as a profession, and for prospective literacy tutors.   Students will develop competency in emergent literacy strategies that are essential for delivering culturally relevant reading instruction to emergent young readers, children from birth through age 8.   Students will study and gain knowledge of research-based principles and practices for providing young children with a strong foundation in emergent literacy in early reading,  writing and oral language within a developmentally-appropriate approach.  The theory and research is translated into practical strategies, assessment materials and preparation of a rich literacy environment.


This course is similar to the SPST 277/GS 44 Americorps Orientation course, the emphasis for Child 


Development 47 is literacy.

Reconsideration of March 8, 2007 Minutes (P. Gilmore)


John Terrell moved to include the following statement into the March 8, 2007 minutes:


The Committee voiced concerns regarding the lengthy process required in approving the PE curriculum. PE 
outlines appeared on agendas several times and PE faculty did not attend the meetings. This required that 
curriculum committee members review outlines and have questions ready but no one arrived to the meetings to 
answer questions. Agenda items were then tabled, requiring a re-read the next time they appeared on the 
agenda. At one point, the Curriculum Chair stayed late in order to meet with a PE faculty member who arrived 
after the meeting adjourned. This was to point out that when faculty responds to the Curriculum Committee in 
such a manner, a lack of respect for co-workers’ time and energy is demonstrated. We are all on the same team. 
We want to be of assistance. Faculty and other members of the Curriculum Committee were shown little respect 
for the best efforts and hard work they performed for the PE department.
