What adjustments to the ways in which the course is delivered or presented to students will be necessary in order to offer it in the distance learning mode?  (Add a second sheet if necessary to outline units in the course.)

Blackboard will be used as a course management tool for this online class. It will be used to post lecture notes, homework/programming assignments, and class related documents. Phone and email will be used for communications. Discussion board in Blackboard can be used for class-wide discussion if it is needed. Students will submit homework and programs on Blackboard. 

Some of the material will be recorded using the Tegrity system. Students can link to the recorded sessions via Blackboard.
Programming lab assignments will be given along with detailed information for students to complete the assignment. For example: lab objectives; required programming syntax and examples; debugging technique and tips; how to choose and set up test cases. 
Programming software (C++ compiler) will be included in the textbook package. Students also have the choice to use free C++ compilers.
Five on-campus meetings are required. (1) An orientation meeting at the beginning of the semester (2) Two meetings for the midterm exams (3) A meeting to present individual term project(s) (4) The last meeting is for the final exam. 
What provisions will you make for regular effective contact between instructors and students?

In addition to the phone calls, emails, and Blackboard discussions, online students can meet the instructor at his/her office hours on campus.
What other pertinent information should be shared with the committee?

CSCI 41 has lecture and lab sessions. This has been a low enrollment class. To improve the enrollment, CSCI 41 offering method is gradually changing from a complete face-to-face mode to an online mode. 
Before 2004, CSCI 41 was offered in a traditional face-to-face setting. Since then, it was offered as a distance learning class between Reedley and Willow International. The instructor delivered lectures at each location alternately. At the same time, the lectures were transmitted to the other site via Fujitsu/Poly-Com systems. Students at the remote site can interact with the instructor via the system. Lab sessions were using the traditional face-to-face method by offering a session at each location and conducted by a staff from that location.
In 2008 spring semester, CSCI 41 lab session was offered online. Students received and submitted lab assignments using Blackboard (a course management system). Lectures were delivered in distance learning mode.
