With arrangement, students are required to meet with instructor monthly to perform concepts detailed in weekly lessons plans. Student performance will be evaluated as part of their grade.

Throughout the course and during a pre-scheduled time, students are required to participate in online discussion. This forum will be used to discuss proper and improper golf techniques students may be making.  Student participation in this discussion will be evaluated as part of their grade.
