This course employs a global approach when appropriate to the topic under scrutiny. For example, the Middle Eastern & North African antecedents to Western Civilization are described when discussing the civilizations which arose in Mesopotamia and the Nile River Valley at the beginning of the course. The religion and civilizations of Islam are discussed in depth as part of the new order which arises after the collapse of the Roman Empire and the influence of Near Eastern and Eastern civilizations like the Turks, China and Japan on the development of medieval Europe are mentioned in conjunction with the Crusades and the revival of trade during the High Middle Ages (1000-1300 AD). The topic of the Age of Exploration also leads to some discussion of the civilizations of the Americas & Africa as they relate to the development of European empires.

Information, discussion and analysis concerning the roles of women and ethnic or cultural minorities like the Jews, Moors and others and their role in the development of Western civilization appear throughout the course as well.
