These continents and their civilizations are discussed repeatedly as events in these areas and Europe intersect during the 20th century including but not limited to the two World Wars, the collapse of European Imperialism over the last sixty years and global Cold War politics. The effects of 19th century European “nationalism” on ethnic minorities inside of Europe and throughout the world is also discussed.

Information, discussion and analysis of the role of women and ethnic or cultural minorities like the Jews, Slavs and others and their role in the development of Modern Western Civilization appears throughout the course as well.
