This course traces the history of the Mexican American people from the pre-Columbian era to the present.  Topics covered include the indigenous origins of Mexican society, the Spanish colonial period,  the Spanish and Mexican roots of the contemporary American Southwest,  and the role played by Mexican Americans in the social, economic, political, and cultural development of the United States from the Mexican War (1846-1848) to the present.

1. Understand the historical relationship between the United States and Mexico.

2. Appreciate the Hispanic cultural heritage of the United States, especially with regard to the American Southwest.

3. Recognize the contributions made by Mexican Americans to the culture, economy, and political system of the United States.

4. Evaluate the impacts of Mexican immigrants on American society.

5. Possess a heightened awareness of the cultural and demographic diversity of the United States.

6. Assess the benefits as well as the controversies and conflicts accompanying social diversity in America.

III.  COURSE OBJECTIVES:

(Specify major objectives in terms of the observable knowledge and/or skills to be attained.)

In the process of completing this course, students will:

1. Describe the indigenous origins of Mexican society during the pre-Columbian period and evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of the native civilizations present in Mexico during the pre-Columbian period. 

2. Analyze the impact of Spanish conquest and colonization on the indigenous population of Mexico.

3. Understand the development of the basic cultural, political, and religious institutions of the Republic of Mexico as well as the manner in which these institutions were introduced into Mexico’s northern provinces by the 1840s.

4. Compare and contrast the characteristics of the Hispanic societies established in  such areas as Nuevo Mexico, Alta California, and Tejas. 

5. Identify the effects of the Mexican War and its aftermath on hispanos residing in territories claimed by the United States.

6. Assess the impact of the Mexican Revolution of 1910 on Mexican Americans in terms of migration patterns, the appeal of revolutionary ideas, and involvement in insurrectionist activities on the US-Mexico frontier.

7. Describe the role played by Mexican Americans in the social, economic, and cultural development of the United States from 1846 to the present.

8. Analyze the impact of  Mexican Americans on the American political system from 1846 through the 1950s

9. Describe the goals, tactics, and achievements of Mexican American/Chicano political movements in America from the 1960s to the present.

10. Analyze the impact of Mexican immigration on American society since the 1970s.

11. Gain an awareness of the challenges  facing the Mexican American community in the 21st century in terms of  education, employment, income, and political influence.
