REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF A COURSE VIA DISTANCE LEARNING



1.
English 2 Critical Reading and Writing through Literature – 100% online (D. Lapp)

This course is a low enrolled class. The American Lit class was a low enrolled class which grew in enrollment 
after being offered online. The hope is that enrollment in English 2 will increase in the online mode of delivery.


Deb Lapp gives students who cannot make on-campus meetings alternate assignments, but thinks most students 
need to meet on-campus.


Approved English 2 online with the range for on-campus meetings to be 0%-50%.



2.
Health 1 Contemporary Health Issues – 91% online/9% on campus (K. Kuball)

The plan is for five meetings for midterm, final exam, and guest speakers.

Approved online mode of delivery for Health 1 with on-campus meetings to be 5%-99%.



3.
Physical Education 7 Beginning Golf –0%-50% on-campus (B. Allen)

The class will be at Hank Swank’s where students will get the student rate.  Students will have access to a 
video, books, online tests, chats, and they will also meet face to face to work on technique.

Concerns about how much hands-on instruction students would actually be getting for activities classes if taught online.


The advantages to students for this class would be they would have flexibility,  access to a better facility, and have less driving time. The students would be able to contact the instructor any time and have access to online instruction any time.

Students will have more time to play on their own or being observed.

Is the college liable for students at a facility under the supervision of someone other than the instructor. Michael White will find out.

Ruben Fernandez said there should not be a problem for students doing their homework on their own at a facility of their choosing.

The question whether the department feels comfortable offering transfer level courses online or if they were feeling pressured to offer courses online was raised.


The department is comfortable with offering some of their courses online and want to support RC online with 
appropriate courses. Physical Education 7 and 15 are good candidates for online because there are facilities with 
better equipment 
available for students to use.


The cap for this online course will be determined by the facility. At this time the cap is 30.


Approved Physical Education 7 for online mode of delivery with 50%-99% on-campus. Michael White will 
research the liability issue.

This course is being proposed for online mode of delivery to accommodate the nursing and criminal justice 
courses. Psychology 16 is not designed for psychology majors.
