Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

This course covers in detail various art forms which developed in many cultures (see course outline).  The student will be expected to read and outline his textbook, to take and study class notes, to write a term paper and to go to an art museum.

By examining the religion, the politics, and the social structure of each culture and noting connections with art and architecture, the students can discover how the visual arts develop and become a unique part of a culture’s identity.

In their essay, the student will concentrate on a particular culture, artist or work, or form a comparison of cultures, artists or works.  The research will involve a synthesis of outside reading of books and journal articles and internet sources as well as direct exposure to art at a museum.  The student will then take all these various sources of information and observation to make individual judgments and comparisons.

The vocabulary of the textbook, lecture, and term paper will be at a level comparable to that of the same course at any major university.
