The California Community Colleges Curriculum Alignment Project (CAP) has engaged faculty from across the state to develop a lower-division program of study supporting early care and education teacher preparation. The Lower Division 8 represents evidence-based courses that are intended to become a foundational core for all early care and education professionals. Offering a consistent educational core throughout California's Community College EC/CD Programs will better prepare students with the skills and abilities that best support the success of young children.  The Curriculum Alignment Project is also engaged in an effort to facilitate the transfer of these eight courses as an integrated course of study to the California State Universities, promoting access to ongoing education and degree attainment. CAP continues to collaborate with California State Universities and work toward the integration of the Lower Division 8 into Baccalaureate programs.
EC/CD faculty from Community Colleges and California State Universities joined course work groups to develop the competency-based courses and recommend eight, three-unit courses to be offered as a consistent foundation which would lead to a full program of study for early childhood teacher preparation in the State of California (entry-level to B.A. and Master’s). These courses include:

1. Child Growth and Development (CHDEV 39)

2. Child, Family and Community (CHDEV 30)

3. Principles and Practices (CHDEV 1)

4. Introduction to Curriculum (CHDEV 3)

5. Observation and Assessment (CHDEV 20)

6. Health, Safety and Nutrition (CHDEV 6)

7. Teaching in a Diverse Society (CHDEV 15)

8. Practicum (CHDEV 37A)
