Psychology’s ultimate goals are to attempt to understand, predict and control human (as well as animal) behavior through empirical investigation.  Research findings suggest with some degree of certainty that these goals are significantly related to culture and ethnicity.  Cultural psychology, a field evolving as a result of scientific findings, takes into consideration multiculturalism when formulating new behavioral theories.  When discussing new and old psychological theory and behavior, this course recognizes the importance of cultural inclusion, not exclusion.  For example, while studying the section on states of consciousness, discussions will include cultural aspects of sleep and dream interpretation, altered states of consciousness, hypnosis and drug use.
