Because culture influences all types of development, including cognitive, emotional and behavioral, students will explore the influences of culture at the individual, group and societal levels. 

At the individual level of analysis, students will explore how culture influences the development of a child’s sense of “self;” specifically, how parental belief and value systems, rearing practices and behaviors become intertwined in one’s self perceptual process.

At the group level, discussions will occur in the context of contrast between an individualistic and collectivistic (holistic) notion of the developing person. Students will explore the group socialization processes relating to such issues as gender, ethnicity and socioeconomic status, thus touching on issues of racism, prejudice, oppression and discrimination.

The impact of such differential developmental processes will be discussed in an overarching, societal context.
