SPST 277 Practical Money Skills for Life 1.0, CR/NC only




Short-term course 18 lecture hours, 0 repeats.

“Practical Money Skills for Life” is a basic course in money management. Each student will be introduced to the benefits of budgeting and financial planning. GS 283 Parenting Strategies and Family Relationships 1.0, CR/NC only

This course examines the importance of family relationships and helps identify strategies that can lead to positive changes within the family. Students will learn strategies for effective parenting. Students will complete a Personality Puzzle assessment to gain insight into their own behavior patterns and acquire communication skills for building quality relationships with family members. Students will learn to understand the dynamics of stress and anger and develop coping strategies to use in the home. Students will examine the dynamics of domestic violence and learn how to set and maintain personal boundaries within their family relationships.
