· Stand Alone courses: non-degree, credit courses (200 numbered courses) have to have State Chancellor’s Office approval.

· Courses that apply towards a degree, certificate of achievement, or are vocational courses (up to 12 units) are exempt.

· Can be submitted after Board approval in December. Turn around time is 30 days. Automatic approval if no response within that time.
