NR 7 Conservation of Natural Resources, 3 units

This class will be 100% online.  There is no absolute way to guarantee students will not cheat for example,  in the LGI setting anyone could walk in and take an exam for someone else.

John Terrell reminded committee that an Ad Hoc committee to discuss distance education has been formed and suggested this type of discussion be left to the committee.

Ruben Delgado suggested that we hold off voting on this until the committee has had a chance to meet.

Cynthia Elliott said that in the classroom you can see if a student is cheating. 

There are already other classes 100% online and the committee doesn’t approve how other tests are given.

The Cheating and Plagiarism policy should be added to the syllabus.

Rio Waller explained she teaches 100% online.  She allows for extended time period for online exams, but the other exams are essays to test for comprehension of material.
