New Course Proposals – effective Fall 2007 (L. Reither)



a.
DEVSER 270 Consumer Skills





2 units, 1 lecture hour, 4 lab hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats.





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.





This is a course in basic money management. Designed for the developmentally delayed learner. 









b.
DEVSER 271 Independent Living Skills





2 units, 1 lecture hour, 4 lab hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats.





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.

This course covers the information and skills that are necessary for basic independent living. 
Designed for developmentally delayed learners.



c.
DEVSER 301 Identification and Management of Learning Differences, 0 units, .5-5.0 lab 




hours.

This course will provide intensive individual or group assistance for students who seek help for 
management of learning difficulties. The course will provide individualized assistance in 
analyzing problem areas, identifying learning strengths and weaknesses, developing and 
implementing strategies for improving target areas, and evaluating outcomes.



2.
New Course Proposals – effective Spring 2007 (L. Reither)




a.
DEVSER 272 Health Management




2 units, 2 lecture hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.


Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the student health issues. Addresses the 
recognition of health risk factors in the areas of diet, stress, exercise, sexual behavior, and personal 
safety. Assists students with developing strategies for the establishment of a safe and healthy 
lifestyle. 


b.
DEVSER 273 Communication and Advocacy



2 units, 2 lecture hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.


Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on student communication and self advocacy 
issues. Addresses steps for effective communication, the use of “I” statements, appropriate social 
etiquette, and effective techniques for conflict resolution. Assists students in the development of 
appropriate and successful social relations.


c.
DEVSER 274 Government Basics



2 units, 2 lecture hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.


Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the student’s role in and understanding of 
government issues. Addresses basic structure of government, government legislations impact on 
disability issues, resources and services available in the community, and voting issues. Assists 
students develop a general understanding of the community and the operation of public systems.


These courses are designed for the developmentally delayed learner. DEVSER 270 and 271 are substantially 
revamped and the numbers are changing from DEVSER 272 and 273. The Old DEVSER 272 and 273 will be 
deleted. New courses DEVSER 272, 273, and 274 are designed to expose the developmentally delayed learner 
to the concepts of Health Management, Communication and Advocacy, and Government Basics.


The subjects come from individual counseling sessions with students where the same student or different 
students with the same questions need repetition to begin to understand.


The Disabled Students Programs and Services department is working with FCC to align the curriculum.  FCC 
does not currently have DEVSER 272, 273, and 274.


Concerns raised:


Minimum qualifications for instructors teaching these courses. It appears that the subject matter would require 
faculty with minimum qualifications in the subject area, not an instructor with a Master’s degree in 
Rehabilitation Counseling.

Subject matter may be more in line with a regular Health, Speech, or Political Science Class. Maybe content 
outline should be more narrowly targeted or broader in scope.


It is recommended these course outlines be shared and discussed with the full-time Health instructors, Speech 
instructors, and Political Science instructors.
