Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the student health issues. Addresses the 


recognition of health risk factors in the areas of diet, stress, exercise, sexual behavior, and personal 

safety. Assists students with developing strategies for the establishment of a safe and healthy 


lifestyle.

Developmental Services 273 Communication and Advocacy



2 units, 2 lecture hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.


Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the impact of disability on student 
communication and self advocacy issues. Addresses steps for effective communication, the use of 
“I” statements, disclosing disability/disability limitations, appropriately requesting reasonable 
accommodations, appropriate social etiquette, and effective techniques for conflict resolution. 
Assists students in the development of appropriate and successful social relations.

Developmental Services 274 Government Basics



2 units, 2 lecture hours, credit/no credit only, 3 repeats





Prerequisites/Advisories: None.



Designed for students with disabilities. Focuses on the student’s role in and understanding the 


function of government. Addresses basic structure of government, legislation impacting on 


disability issues, disability resources and services available in the community, and citizen’s 


influence on government. This course will assist students develop a general understanding of the 


community and the operation of public systems.

Child Development 49 Guidance for Young Children



3 units, 3 lecture hours, credit/no credit option, 0 repeats




Basic Skills Advisories: Eligibility for English 125 and 126
This course explores effective strategies for guiding children’s behavior in the Early Childhood Environment. Establishing a pro-social environment, developing positive relationships and maintaining a healthy schedule will be emphasized. Attention will be given to guidelines for discussion of behavioral issues of concern, the teacher’s role in supporting children through emotional difficulties for typically and atypically developing children. (in-lieu FCC’s CHDEV 48)

Child Development 49 is being modified so that there will be enough time to cover the course material. 


FCC will accept RC’s Child Development 49 in-lieu of their Child Development 48.  FCC’s course is 
more focused on special education.  RC’s doesn’t specify each topic to be covered under typical and 
atypical developing children.

Sallie will take back to department for further discussion on whether RC will accept FCC’s Child 
Development 48 since our course is required for the major.
