New Topics effective spring 2008 (N. Marsh)


1.
Child Development 160AA Coping with Anxiety Disorders


1 unit, 1 lecture hour per week, credit/no credit


This course examines a wide range of anxiety disorders: social anxiety disorder, panic disorder, 
obsessive compulsive disorder, and various phobias.  Exploration into the prevalence of these disorders 
in the fast-paced, high-stakes American society and the implications for teachers and children will be 
addressed.

Child Development 160AB Raising Self –Esteem



1 unit, 1 lecture hour per week, credit/no credit


This course explores self-esteem and discusses cognitive techniques for assessing, improving, and 
maintaining self-esteem in children.


Tom West asked if these topics are covered in any other Child Development courses. Nancy Marsh said the 
Self-Esteem topic is touched in 4 other courses, but not in depth and thinks there is a need for this topic.  
The Coping with anxiety Disorders is not covered in other courses.


John Terrell asked if Psychology 2 was a prerequisite to these courses.  Nancy said it is not needed since 
these are topics.
