Terri Main emphasized that on-campus meetings are required. Instructors need to have at least 10% (approximately 5 hours) on-campus meetings for student presentations. More than 40% on-campus meetings would make the course less valuable to the online community. A higher percentage is okay as long as the meetings are identified in the schedule of classes.

Ruben Fernandez asked if meetings are below 40% how other aspects of communication to be covered.

Terri responded that interpersonal communication is not taught as a performance class.  Students apply the principles of communication in class and feel freer to respond in online classes. 
She would like to see an online success orientation course for students since students who attend such a class tend to have better success in online classes. What is gained in face-to-face meetings is lost in students not learning the skills to work online.  In face-to-face classes it isn’t always possible to get everyone to respond while in the online environment students can be made to respond.

There are no guidelines as to the number of face-to-face meetings for articulation.  The interpretation is left to CSU. Area A1 requires a oral presentations with an audience.

John Terrell asked about non-conscious expression.  Are we at cross purposes in an anonymous online environment since students should be learning interpersonal communication skills?

Terri responded that what is learned in the classroom is applied in life.

Aeronautics 209 Aircraft Fabric Coverings





3 units, short term course 36 lecture hours and 54 lab hours



Basic Skills Advisories: Eligibility for English 125, 126 and Mathematics 101.

Aircraft Fabric Coverings is a hands-on course in the use of the “Poly Fiber System” to apply dope and fabric coverings for light truss construction aircraft. Other traditional and current covering materials will also be explored.

The FAA removed this subject from their curriculum approximately 8 years ago.  There are still dope and fabric aircraft in existence so the need to teach this is there.


What special facilities or materials will this course need?


Keith Zielke responded this course needs to be taught in a hangar.

Career Technical Education (CTE) 201 Introduction to Career Technical Education




2 units, short term course 26 lecture and 27 lab hours

Tom West asked if this was the same or similar to MFGT 110 or 101.  Keith Zielke said they originally wanted to expand MFGT 110 but decided that they wanted to cover all areas.  It is designed for the 15% student and  high school graduates. Shop is not taught in the high schools and this class can be an introduction to the different areas.
