	David Nippoldt gave a brief overview of the ESL courses and programs. Most of the modifications are minor revisions. 	Program review goals included ways to create sustainable enrollments, new courses and certificates. High school students 	are entering the college are at levels not expected. A series of higher level grammar courses are being added.

	Nancy Frampton described who would take noncredit courses as students who do not qualify for financial aid, adult school 	students moving to the community college, students who do not have a certificate of degree goal , parents with students 	in school so they can talk to their child’s teachers, and to be able to speak English for their job.

	Michael van Wyhe explained noncredit courses provide a pathway for students to learn English as resources are limited.

	The certificates are a way to benchmark student progress.

	Program Review discussed the need to explore the possibility of noncredit courses and during the Program Review process  	the department became aware of the possibility of enhanced funding for the courses if certificates are available.

	Richardson Fleuridor commented that these are the best written outlines he has seen.
