A final exam will also be given to determine how well the
student has mastered the lesson studies up to that point. The final will be oral and written, or the student may have
a choice of doing a project to be presented orally on the evening of the cultural activity dinner.

If you cannot take a test on Friday at your regular schedules hour, be sure to make arrangements with the instructor.
If not taken by the following Friday, you will receive O points = an “F” grade for the test. You may not wait more than
1 week to take a test missed. A test may be taken only once. “NO MAKE-UP TESTS.”
