Course Description: This is a survey of the Chicanos with an emphasis on the development of California and the Southwest from 1848 to the present. We will examine the Spanish and Mexican roots of the Southwest, the Mexican-American War of 1846-48 and its aftermath, the interrelationship of Mexican and United States history between 1860 and 1910, the effects of the Mexican Revolution of 1910 on Chicanos in the Southwest, and the Chicano experience in the 20th century.

Text: Occupied America: A History of Chicanos (Rodolfo Acuña), 5th edition. Available at the Reedley College bookstore.

Additional readings/articles may be presented or assigned by the Instructor as deemed relevant.

Exams: There will be four quizzes, a midterm exam and the final exam. Study guides for the midterm and final will be available the week before the exam. The quizzes will be a combination of identifications and short essay; the midterm and final will be essays. All exams will be based on the text, any additional readings, lectures, and videos. Blue books will be required for the midterm and final exams. Any student caught cheating on a quiz or exam will receive an “F” for that quiz or exam, and no make-up test will be allowed.

Only one make-up exam will be given to a student during the semester, and must be scheduled with the Instructor. Make-up exams scheduled for more than a week after the original test date face a reduction of a letter grade.

Writing Requirement: Students will be required to complete a research paper of six to eight pages on an individual or event that has left either a positive or negative impact (or both) on the Chicano society and/or culture. A list of suggested topics can be found attached to this syllabus, or you may choose one of your own. A study guide for the paper will be provided by the Instructor. Papers turned in after the due date will be penalized. Plagiarism is the act of taking someone else’s work and passing it off as your own. Any paper or exam found to contain plagiarized material will be returned with an “F” and no substitute paper or make-up exam will be accepted. Students who do not complete a research paper will receive an “Incomplete” for the course.
