Course Description:

Agriculture Leadership training through application of individual and group leadership techniques.  Participation as an Agriculture Ambassador team member in college recruitment activities, including giving recruitment presentations at off-campus sites, hosting prospective student groups, and sponsoring recruitment activities for prospective students.
